trades, These are Staffl Clerk}"[‘eclmiual GlE[‘kEand Storeman® Staff Clerks work in
headquarters at all levels, at British Embassies and at Militery Missions throughaone
the world, Technical Clerks are concerned primarily with the clerical aspects
of the provisioning of ordnance stores, Storemen receive, account, preserve, pack,
store, maintain and issue stores and equipment supplied o the Army. Apprentices
miy also be tanght to drive to enable them to qualify for a (ull road licence,

Onee vou are a regular seldier, you may apply for training in an additional career
trade and make that your first choice for employment, You can progress further by
qualilying in a supplementary trade to your career trade, These are complimentary
and enhance your employability, To assist recognition of supplementary trades
linked with the career trades ench have been cross referenced acuu:urdjngly._ The
only exceptions are Radio Operators who can come from any trade but must drive and

EDUCATION LINKED WITH A TRADE

During your stay at the College yon will have the epportunity to furcher your educa-
ton in a way that will equip you for your job in the Army. The education department
is Turnished with the most up to date teaching aids available, These inclode over-
head, slide and {ilm projectors, a language mini-1ab, as well as television and video-
tape apparatns. Tuition is in the hands of experienced and qualified civilian lactur-
ers and officers of the Royal Army Education Corps. The main subjects studied are
English, Mathematice and warld affairs.

In addition courses are run in opticnal topies such as Seience, German, Geography,
Woodwork, Typing, Clericsl Studies and Office Mapagement. All apprentices are
encouraged to sit examinations for the Certifieate of Secondary Edueation, the Gen-
eral Certificate of Eduscation and the Royal Society of Arcs.  The depertment is
justly prond of its high success rate. Apprentices gaining suitable qualifications
may look forward to early promotion in adult service and some may go on to be com-
missioned.

Besides running courses in the above academic subjects, the education department
provides facilities for 4 great many hobbies and activities, These include photo-
graphy, pottery sailing,, model-making, canoeing, judo, engling, motor miintenance,
drama, gymnastics, sub-aqua, shooting, first-aid, art and badminton. Apprentices are
encouraged to spand some of their leisure time exploring new interests or developing
ald onas,




APPRENTICES ON EDUCATION

While all the necessary equipment is provided for the pursuit of & particular hobby,
vou will have the opportunity to make your own kit, be it & wet-suit, fibre glass
canoe or whatever suits your interests. Supervision is by enthusiastic and gqual-
ified instructors, who in many cases have won Army, County or national honours,

There is plenty of cpportunity for Apprentices to compete against other Army units
and civilian clubs and to enter for open competition.




EXTERNAL LEADERSHIF TRAINING

Leadership training is an activity in which vou are encouraged to take part and is
designed to be arduous and challenging. The aim is to develop the gualities of
leadership, initiative and sell reliance in a young man. The training includes hill
walking, camping, sailing, rock climbing, canoeing, ski-ing and many other activities
Although training is carried out in such a way as to be enjoyable, at the end of a
project a young man can justly feel a sense of achievement at having overcome a
& demanding challenge.,

The programme starts with indoor training on mountain pavigation and safety rope
handling. [t culminates in expeditions in Norcth Wales and Scotland, or sailing in the
Channel or the Atlantic in an ocean-going vacht.

During these expeditions all Apprentices have an opportunity to be the group leader.
Of epurse, qualified instructors are present to give help and advice when required.
Instruction is given in matters involving the environment and eonservation, Due
stress 18 given to the necessity to live and move in the countryside in harmony with
nature. First-aid, which is taught as a military skill, will be practised during all
leadership training.

EPORTS

A great deal of emphasis is placed on games and physical education as a means of
developing fitness, mental toughness and character, The College is set in splendid
aountryside and has first clags rugger, soccer and hockey pitches, maintained by a
full-time groundsman. As an Apprentice you can expect to spend at least four hours
& week on the sport of your choice. Every apportunity and encouragement is given for
individuals to pursue a wide variety of sports. Some of them are listed below:
